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Fruitful in Every Kind of Good Work 
Colossians 1 : 9 (Message)

Be assured that from the first day we heard of you, we haven’t stopped praying for you 
asking GOD to give you wise minds and spirits attuned to HIS will, and so acquire a 
thorough understanding of the ways in which GOD works.

Colossians 1 : 10 (NKJ)

That you may walk worthy of the LORD and fully pleasing HIM, 
being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of GOD. 

~  Lifestyle of honouring and pleasing GOD – walk worthy of the LORD

~  Live to be fruitful in every kind of good fruit or GOOD WORK.

~  Grow in knowing GOD better and better – increasing in the knowledge of   

    GOD.

~  Keep us strong in HIS strength with joy and thankfulness.

Colossians 1 : 11 – 12 (Message)

We pray that you will have the strength to stick it out over the long haul – not the grim strength of gritting your teeth but the glory strength GOD gives.  It is strength that endures the unendurable and spills over into joy.

Thanking the FATHER Who makes us strong enough to take part in everything bright and beautiful that HE has for us. 

So that we can SERVE HIM in GODLY FEAR and GODLY TRUTH and in JOY

Ephesians 2 : 10 (NKJ)

For we are HIS workmanship, created in CHRIST JESUS for good works, which GOD prepared before-hand that we should walk in them.

GOOD WORKS biblically is Works:

1. Motivated by the life of CHRIST / SPIRIT of GOD.

2. Works according to HIS Word

3. Works done in the Love o GOD.

The BODY of CHRIST, the Church is the light of the world.

Matthew 5 : 14 – 16 (NKJ)

You are the light of the world.  A city that is set on a hill cannot be hidden.

Nor do they light a lamp and put it under a basket, but on a lamp-stand, and it gives light to all 
who are in the house.

Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your GOOD WORKS and glorify 
your FATHER in heaven.

If we live our life in CHRIST, we will glow like lights, showing others what CHRIST is like by our GOOD WORKS.

John 15 : 4 – 6 (NLT)

Remain in ME, and I will remain in you.  For a branch cannot produce fruit if it is severed from 
the Vine, and you cannot be fruitful unless you remain in ME.

“Yes, I Am the Vine; you are the branches.  Those who remain in ME, and I in them, 
will produce much fruit.  For apart from ME you can do nothing.

Anyone who parts from ME is thrown away like a useless branch and withers.  Such branches 
are gathered into a pile to be burned.

Vine tree want to produce grapes, not other fruits.

GOD knows what is HIS – HIS DNA

What do people look for from Christian?  Christianity (CHRIST).

JESUS demonstrate GOOD WORKS that HE received from the FATHER.

Have to be plug into CHRIST’s life and continuously abide in HIM – HIS Word

John 15 : 7 – 8 (Message)

But if you make yourselves at home with ME and MY WORD are at home in you, you can be sure that whatever you ask will be listened to and acted upon. 

John 15 : 7 – 8 (NJK)

If you abide in ME, and My Words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you.

By this MY FATHER is glorified, that you bear much fruit, so you will be MY DISCIPLES.

John 8 : 47 (NLT)

“Anyone whose FATHER is GOD listens gladly to the words of GOD.  Since you don’t, 
it proves you aren’t GOD’s children.”

For Sheep – Health of its ear tells the health of the sheep.
GOD choose us and trust us corporately, locally as HIS BODY (with all the body part, 
not just some), to WORK in the world for HIS Kingdom’s work and purpose.

John 15 : 16  (NLT)

You didn’t choose ME.  I chose you.  I appointed you to go and produce fruit that will last, 
so that the FATHER will give you what ever you ask for, using MY Name.
HE EXPECT us not just fruitful, but produce “LASTING FRUITS.”

Your bearing fruit should not stop at yourself, but generational.

Book of Joshua, end with the nation taking a stand for GOD.

Joshua  chapter 24

They were ready to experience all the blessing of the promise land that GOD had for them.  However, after settling down in Canaan, they lost their spiritual commitment and was distracted by the world around them and compromised.  

The Book of Judges ends in chapter 21 with this phrase:

“Everyone did what was right in his own eyes”.

Judges 17 : 6 (NLT)

 “In those days Israel had no king; all the people did whatever seemed right in their own eyes.”

A man name Micah’s and the Levite.

Everyone put their own interest first.

A Woman who gave birth and name her son “Ichabod” before she dies.

Ref  -  1 Samuel 4 : 19 - 22

Judges 2 : 8,  10

Then Joshua son of Nun, the servant of the LORD, died at the age of 110.

After that generation died, another generation grew up who did not acknowledge the LORD or remember the mighty things HE had done for Israel.

Book of Kings and Chronicles, we see the phrase :

“His heart was fully committed to the LORD and did what was right in HIS eyes.

Or”

He did what was pleasing to the Lord’s sight, but not whole heartedly.

Or

He did what was evil in the sight of the Lord.

Jesus is into your good works.
Revelation chapter 2 and 3, HE said to the churches “I know your works”

To 5 of the churches HE ask them to ‘repent’.

Christians must have GOOD WORKS – produce from abiding in CHRIST.

Bible talk about DEAD WORKS which is opposite of GOOD WORKS.

DEAD WORKS :

Religiousity.

Law – Pharisees and Sadducees.

Work of self life, self promoting, self righteousness, self will – ‘Cain’

All have to repent – Hebrews 6 : 1c

Repent also from GOOD WORKS that turn into routine.  

GOD is all seeing and all knowing.

1 Timothy 5 : 24 – 25 (NLT)

Remember that some people lead sinful lives, and everyone knows they will be judged.  
But there are others whose sin will not be revealed until later.

In the same way, everyone knows how much good some people do, but there are others 
whose good deeds won’t be known until later.

GOD will JUDGE all - HE keeps records of our works or deeds to reward us.

1 Corinthians 3  : 13 - 15 (NLT)

But on a judgment day, fire will reveal what kind of work each builder had done.  The fire will show if a person’s work as any value. 

If the work survives, that builder will receive a reward.

But if the work is burned up, the builder will suffer great loss.  The builder will be saved, but like someone barely escaping through a wall of flames.

1 Peter 1 : 17 (NLT)

And remember that the heavenly FATHER to whom you pray has no favourites when HE judges.  HE will judge or reward you according to what you do.  So you must live in reverent fear of HIM during your time as foreigners here on earth.

Revelation 20 : 11 –  13

And I saw a great white throne and throne sitting on it.  The earth and sky fled from HIS presence, but they found no place to hide.

I saw the dead, both great and small, standing before GOD’s throne.  And the books were opened, including the BOOK of LIFE.  And the dead were judged according to what they had done, 
as recorded in the books.

The sea gave up its dead, and death and the grave gave up their dead.  And all were judged according to their deeds.

Good works are purposeful CHRIST life action move by the Holy Spirit grace.

Good works in Christ eternally benefits others and yourself.

Good works are function of GOD’s light shining through us.

It is all about JESUS, what HE wants to do and produce in us.

HE want us fruitful in our ministry, Marriage life, Studies, Family, Business Venture, etc.

1 Corinthians 15 : 58 (NIV) 

Therefore, my dear brothers, stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of the LORD, because you know that your labour in the LORD is not in vain.
God want to work through you as believers, in your family, in your work place, in your ministry and in your city, communities, in your school.

The world can fake, imitate, but it’s not the real things.  It is only as’ a one off.’

Good works produce in Christ bring eternal impact.  
Life line abide in Christ is never as a one off, or when it suits HIM.

It is ALL the time, to save, to bring good, restoration, healing and transformation

Matthew 7 : 17 – 18 (NLT)

A good tree produces good fruit, and a bad tree produces bad fruit.

A good tree can’t produce bad fruit, and a bad tree can’t produce good fruit.
Colossians 3 : 1 – 3 (Message)

So if you are serious about living this new resurrection life with CHRIST, act like it.  Pursue 
the things over which CHRIST presides.  Don’t shuffle along, eyes to the ground, absorbed 
with the things right in front of you.  

Look up, and be alert to what is going on around CHRIST – that’s where the action is.  
See things from HIS perspective.

Your old life is dead.  Your new life, which is your real life – even though invisible to spectators – 
is with CHRIST in GOD, HE is your life.
Psalms 92 : 12 – 15 (NKJ)

The righteous shall flourish like a palm tree, he shall grow like a cedar in Lebanon.

Those who are planted in the house of the LORD shall flourish in the courts of our GOD.

They will still bear fruit in old age; They shall be fresh and flourishing.

To declare that the LORD is upright; 

HE is my rock, and there is no unrighteousness in HIM.
