Three THINGS that last forever

FAITH, HOPE and LOVE

1 Corinthians 13 : 13 (NLT)

Three things will last forever – faith, hope, and love – and the greatest of these is LOVE.

1 Thessalonians  1 : 3

Constantly bearing in mind your work of faith and labour of love and steadfastness of hope in our LORD JESUS CHRIST.
A life that is IN CHRIST, build with FAITH,   HOPE,  LOVE  -  STRUCTURE of a GENUINE CHRISTIAN LIFE 

Hebrews 11 : 1 – 2  (Message)

The fundamental fact of existence is that this trust in GOD, this faith, is the firm foundation under everything that makes life worth living.  It’s our handle on what we can’t see.  The act of faith is what distinguished our ancestors, set them above the crowd. 

By faith we see the world called into existence by GOD’s Word, what we see created by what we don’t see.

FAITH in GOD enable believers to receive the divine things which give substance or body to the Spiritual and unseen promises of GOD.

Mark 11 : 22 

So JESUS answered and said to them, “ have faith in GOD.”

JESUS says “Only Believe” – Trust and faith that rests in CHRIST and HIS finished work.

GOD has a destiny for each one of us.

Psalms 139 : 16 (Message)

Like an open book you watched me grow from conception to birth, all the stages of my life were spread out before you.  The days of my life all prepared before I’d even lived one day.

Story of  Merib-baal -  Mephibosheth

1 Chronicles 8 : 34;  9 : 40 (NLT)

Jonathan was the father of Merib-baal

Merib-baal was the father of Micah.

Merib-baal means  –  Contender against baal, opponent of baal.

Mephibosheth was dropped somewhere in his life

2 Samuel 4 : 4  (NLT)

Saul’s son Jonathan had a son named Mephibosheth, who was crippled as a child.  He was five years old when the report came from Jezreel that Saul and Jonathan had been killed in battle.  When the child’s nurse heard the news, she picked him up and fled.  But as she hurried away, she dropped him, and he became crippled. 

His pain brings him to a place of no communication.

Mephibosheth means –  from the mouth of a shameful thing.

Lo-debar means -  a place of no communication, far from family estate and King’s court.

Story of Mephibosheth – 2 Samuel 4:4;  9 : 4 – 13;  16 : 1 – 4;  19 : 24 – 30;  21 : 1 – 9.

2 Samuel 9 : 4 (NLT)

Where is he?  The king asked.

“In Lo-debar” Ziba told him, “at the home of Makir son of Ammiel”

King David, brought Mephibosheth to his palace.

2 Samuel 9 : 12  - 13 (NLT)

Mephibosheth had a young son named Mica.  From then on, all the members of Ziba’s household were Mephibosheth’s servants.

And Mephibosheth, who was crippled in both feet, lived in Jerusalem and ate regularly at the king’s table.

GOD want us to live VICTORIOUS LIFE – Overcoming life.

Mephibosheth was tested and he came up victorious.

2 Samuel 19 : 27 - 28 (NLT)

Ziba has slandered me by saying that I refused to come.  But I know that my lord the king is like an angel of GOD, so do what you think is best.

All my relatives and I could expect only death from you, my lord, but instead you have honoured me by allowing me to eat at your own table!  What more can I ask?

2 Samuel 19 : 29 – 30 (NLT)

“You’ve said enough,” David replied.  “ I’ve decided that you and Ziba will divide your land equally between you.”

“Give him all of it,” Mephibosheth said, “ I am content just to have you safely back again,  my lord the king.”

Mephibosheth willingness to yield himself to the king.

Are we willing to YIELD ourselves fully to GOD 

As Pastor says : 

Trust HIM fully to Let go and to HANG-ON to the SPIRITUAL LIFE-LINE 

That is anchored directly to GOD in HIS presence, to the ONE Who we can trust to let go.  

Our GOD is a powerful, mighty, miracle working GOD.  

-   Most important, GOD is LOVE, GOD is LIGHT.

Story : Confession of Iraqi  Pastor.

Ephesians 2 : 6 – 7 (NLT), (5)

For HE raised us from the dead along with CHRIST and seated us with HIM in the heavenly realms because we are united with CHRIST JESUS.

So GOD can point to us in all future ages as examples of the incredible wealth of HIS grace and kindness toward us, as shown in all HE has done for us who are united with CHRIST JEUS.

1. Make us alive

2. Raised us up from dead

3. Seated us in the heavenly places

Ephesians 1 : 19 – 20 (NLT)

I also pray that you will understand the incredible greatness of GOD’s power for us who believe HIM.  This is the same mighty power that raised CHRIST  from the dead and seated HIM in the place of honour at GOD’s right hand in the heavenly realms.

ONE THING IS NEEDED.

Luke 10 : 42  (NLT)

There is only one thing worth being concerned about, Mary has discovered it, and it will not be taken away from her.

Psalms 27 : 4 (NIV)

One thing I ask of the LORD, this is what I seek;  That I may dwell in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, to gaze upon the  beauty of the LORD and to seek HIM in HIS temple.

Romans 13 : 11 – 14 (Message)

But make sure that you don’t get so absorbed and exhausted in taking care of all your day-by-day obligations that you lose track of the time and doze off, oblivious to GOD.  

The night is about over, dawn is about to break.  Be up and awake to what GOD is doing.  GOD is putting the finishing touches on the salvation work HE began when we first believed.  

We can’t afford to waste a minute, must not squander these precious daylight hours in frivolity and indulgence, in sleeping around and dissipation, in bickering and grabbing everything in sight.  Get out of bed and get dressed!  Don’t loiter and linger waiting until the very last minute.  Dress yourselves in CHRST, and be up and about.

Everything seems important, however, we should know and understand, one thing is needed as believers, more then all the other.

2 Samuel 21 : 7 a

The king spared Mephibosheth son of Jonathan…..

2 Samuel 21 : 6 

Let seven of his male descendants be given to us to be killed and exposed before the Lord at Gibeah of Saul,  

Our slogan  -  Aflame with GOD’s love 

Our 8th Value in Aflame is Sincere and Truthful relationships.

Are you united in CHRIST, connected to the body and live in the purpose of GOD

Or are you in the place of Lo-debar?

Romans 13 : 8 – 10 (NLT)

Owe nothing to anyone – except for your obligation to love one another.  If you love your neighbour, you will fulfil the requirements of GOD’s law.

For the commandments say, “You must not commit adultery.  You must not murder.  You must not steal.  You must not covet”.  These – and other such commandments- are summed up in this one commandment: “Love your neighbour as yourself.”

Love does no wrong to others, so love fulfils the requirements of GOD’s law.

1 Corinthians 14 : 1 (Message)

Go after a life of love as if your life depended on it – because it does.  Give yourselves to the gifts GOD gives you.  Most of all try to proclaim HIS truth.  

1 Corinthians 14 : 4 (Message)

The one who prays using a private prayer language certainly gets a lot out of it, but proclaiming GOD’s truth to the church in its common language brings the whole church into growth and strength.
